DESIGNATING THE ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY CHAMBER OF COMMERCE AS THE ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY TOURISM PROMOTION AGENCY AND AUTHORIZING THE CHAIR TO SIGN THE 2019 CONTRACT

WHEREAS, it is requested that each County appoint a Tourism Promotion Agency in order to participate in the Empire State Development Division of Tourism Matching Funds Program, and


WHEREAS, participation in this program doubles the earmarked Tourism Promotion Funds by St. Lawrence County through I Love New York Funds, and


WHEREAS, according to the NYS Tourism Economics Report, visitor expenditure accounted for more than $125 million in St. Lawrence County, and $8.7 million in local taxes in 2017, and


WHEREAS, according to the NYS Tourism Economics Report, tourism spending increased by 2.5%, state taxes by 1.1%, and occupancy tax collection increased by 3.7% from 2016 to 2017, supporting the positive economic impact of tourism marketing and planning, and 


WHEREAS, according to the NYS Tourism Economics Report an estimated 1,686 jobs in the County are supported directly by visitors, and


WHEREAS, the St. Lawrence County Chamber of Commerce represents the County as its Tourism Promotion Agent by creating a comprehensive marketing and advertising campaign, consisting of events, attractions, and recreational opportunities throughout the County, and


WHEREAS, tourism marketing and the opportunity to leverage state grant opportunities operate in a two year cycle and require a digital marketing presence,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators designates the St. Lawrence County Chamber of Commerce as the St. Lawrence County Tourism Promotion Agency, and authorizes the Chair to sign the 2019 contract, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the 2019 contract will continue the funding mechanism to a formula that incentivizes the Chamber to work diligently to improve tourism in St. Lawrence County, and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the formula will provide forty (40%) of the occupancy tax revenue as an appropriation to the Chamber for 2019 with one (1) of two (2) one-year extensions remaining, at the discretion of the County, and 
  



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that should the 2020 extension be authorized, the Chamber shall realize a five percent (5%) increase in the share of the occupancy tax totaling  45% in 2020, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the percentage of occupancy tax shall be based on a rolling five (5) year average and every dollar above the average will be shared at seventy-five percent (75%) to the Chamber of Commerce and twenty-five percent (25%) to St. Lawrence County, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County recommends that the Chamber of Commerce continue to improve its financial position and bring measurable successes to the Board of Legislators annually for review.
