Prescribing psychotropic drugs to children taken from their families is a nation-wide problem.  He is aware that the Legislators rely on the expertise of the Departments, but said it is wrong to take children from their mothers and place them in psychiatric institutions.   He said it is wrong for the Legislators to approve the acceptance of grants offered to DSS if this grant money is used to break up families and place children on psychotropic drugs. Casey Whitcomb, Potsdam, said Social Services tells people their ultimate goal is to return children to their families and to help people in need.  Her boys were taken in April and it is now December.  She said her home is clean and she has been doing all the services order by the Courts.  She is doing everything she can to get her boys back home where they are loved and happy.  She wants to have her children back before Christmas where they are wanted and where they want to be.  They will be safe and happy.
