·   Requesting New York State’s primary be held the same date as the federal primary.

CITIZEN PARTICIPATION:  
A.  Bob Flavin – Mr. Flavin presented a plaque to the Board of Legislators honoring 
St. Lawrence County men killed in action during the Vietnam War.
Kevin Beary, Colton, said the NYS Legislative Agenda for St. Lawrence County provides an opportunity to make formal requests of State Representatives to create and/or amend legislation that would benefit St. Lawrence County.   He said he was surprised that there was no mention of the unfunded mandates listed in the 2018 agenda.   Governor Cuomo has continued to ignore the unfunded mandate problem.  He said he urges the County Legislator to work with the State Representatives who are tolerant and free from bigotry in order to make sure that Albany assumes the costs of the mandated services thereby enabling the homeowners and renters of St. Lawrence County to remain in New York State.
John McClousky, DeKalb, said he is concerned with Amish buggy safety issues.  He said a lot of attention has been given to lights and slow moving vehicle signs, but he finds that it is more likely a disregard for basic traffic laws and people not looking, not signaling, and turning when they are not supposed to.  He explained he had an accident due to an Amish buggy, and many close calls.  He said it is important that the Amish know they must obey the laws, as it is not just a question of whether they can be seen, but also about assumptions that people have on how other drivers are going to react.  It is the unintended moves that cause problems as much as it is the visual.  
Patrick Green, Lisbon, said he read somewhere that Bassmasters is going to make St. Lawrence County rich and on the map.  He said he is appalled to think $30,000 would be given to advertise boats and fishing poles.  As a tax payer he said he would like to see the money put towards something else besides the party, vendors and advertisement for corporations so they can film their two hour shows.  He said he really came today to talk about addiction.  We are going through an opioid and tobacco crisis and he did not understand why the Board did not raise the age of buying tobacco to twenty-one.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators authorizes amending Resolution No. 31-2017 “Adopting an Energy Benchmarking Policy for Municipal Buildings in St. Lawrence County”, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the Director of Governmental Services, acting as administrator of the energy benchmarking policy, may exempt a particular municipal building from the energy benchmarking requirement if it is determined that there are characteristics that make benchmarking impractical, and

ENERGY BENCHMARKING POLICY

1. St. Lawrence County will collect and make available to the public on the internet and update at least annually, the following benchmarking information for the previous calendar year no later than December 31, 2018 and not later than May 1 of each year thereafter for municipal buildings: 

(a) Summary statistics on energy consumption for covered municipal buildings derived 

     from aggregation of benchmarking information

(b) For each covered municipal building individually: 
  (i) The status of compliance with the requirements of this local policy
 (ii) The building address, primary use type, and gross floor area
(iii) Annual summary statistics, including site EUI, Weather Normalized Source

       EUI, annual GHG emissions, and an energy performance score where 

       available

(iv) A comparison of the annual summary statistics (as required by this local 

       policy) across calendar years for all years since annual reporting under this

       local policy has been required for said building

2. No later than December 31, 2018, and no later than May 1 every year thereafter, the Director or their designee shall enter into Portfolio Manager the total energy consumed by each municipal building, along with all other descriptive information required by Portfolio Manager for the previous calendar year, and
3. Governmental Services shall maintain records as necessary for carrying out the purposes of this policy, including but not limited to energy bills and other documents received from tenants and/or utilities, and such records shall be preserved by the department for a period of three (3) years. 
4. The Director or their designee of Governmental Services shall be the administrator of this policy and the resolution shall apply to all buildings as defined in the Policy.
5. No later than May 1, the administrator of the benchmarking policy shall submit a report to the St. Lawrence County Board of Legislators including but not limited to summary statistics on energy consumption for covered municipal buildings derived from aggregation of Benchmarking Information, and the status of compliance with the requirements of this local policy, and 
6. The Director may exempt a particular municipal building from the energy benchmarking requirement if the Director determines that it has characteristics that make benchmarking impractical, and    
7. This policy will remain in place until an amendment or replacement policy is presented to the Board of Legislators for approval.
The following definitions will apply: 
(1) “Benchmarking information” shall mean information generated by Portfolio Manager, as herein defined including descriptive information about the physical building and its operational characteristics
(2) “Building energy benchmarking” shall mean the process of measuring a building’s energy use, tracking that use over time, and comparing performance to similar buildings
(3) “Director” shall mean the head of the Department
(4) “Covered Municipal Building” shall mean a building or facility that is owned or occupied by St. Lawrence County that is 1,000 square feet or larger in size 
(5) “Department” shall mean the Governmental Services Department
(6) “Energy” shall mean electricity, natural gas, steam, hot or chilled water, fuel oil, or renewable on-site electricity generation, for purposes of providing heating, cooling, lighting, water heating, or for powering or fueling other end-uses in the building and related facilities, as reflected in utility bills or other documentation of actual energy use
(7) “Energy performance score” shall mean the numeric rating generated by Portfolio Manager that compares the energy usage of the building to that of similar buildings
(8) “Energy Use Intensity (EUI)” shall mean the kBTUs (1,000 British Thermal Units) used per square foot of gross floor area
(9) “Gross floor area” shall mean the total number of enclosed square feet measured between the exterior surfaces of the fixed walls within any structure used or intended for supporting or sheltering any use or occupancy
 (10) “Portfolio Manager” shall mean ENERGY STAR Portfolio Manager, the internet-based tool developed and maintained by the United States Environmental Protection Agency to track and assess the relative energy performance of buildings nationwide
(11) “Utility” shall mean an entity that distributes and sells energy to covered municipal buildings
(12) “Weather Normalized Site EUI” shall mean the amount of energy that would have been used by a property under 30-year average temperatures, accounting for the difference between average temperatures and yearly fluctuations.

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Board of Legislators to repeal all prior Local Laws with regard to the real property tax foreclosure proceedings, and 


WHEREAS, a local law setting policy on acquisition and sale of tax delinquent property is being proposed, and 


WHEREAS, the law requires that the adoption of Local Laws be preceded by a public hearing, 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that a Public Hearing on the proposed Local Law D (No.  ) for the Year 2018, “Setting Policy on Acquisition and Sale of Tax Delinquent Property in St. Lawrence County” will be held at 5:50 p.m. on May 7, 2018, in the Legislative Board Room.

PROPOSED LOCAL LAW D (NO.  ) FOR THE YEAR 2018, AMENDING LOCAL LAW 4 FOR THE YEAR 2015, “SETTING POLICY ON ACQUISITION AND SALE OF TAX DELINQUENT PROPERTY IN ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY”


BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Legislators of the County of St. Lawrence as follows:

Section 1.
This local law shall supersede and repeal all prior local laws regarding the real property tax foreclosure proceeding.  

Section 2.
Pursuant to Article 11 of the Real Property Tax Law, The St. Lawrence County Legislature hereby exercises the following options for the collection of delinquent taxes in St. Lawrence County.  

Section 3.
A minimum fee of $150 shall be charged to each parcel with delinquent taxes on June 1 of the year following the tax bill.  This fee shall be used to cover the costs involved in tax foreclosure – primarily abstracting and legal fees.

Section 4.
The Tax Enforcement Officer is hereby empowered to take installment payments of delinquent taxes.  Said installment payments shall have a payment term of 24 months with payments due every three months.  The Tax Enforcement Officer shall add $2 to all delinquent tax bills to cover the cost of notifying the taxpayer of this right.  All Installment Agreements shall be entered into on or before September 30 of the year in which the tax becomes a lien.  The Tax Enforcement Officer shall collect 25% of the tax due at the time the tax payer signs the Installment Payment Agreement.  The remaining seven installments are payable every quarter, with the first one due on December 1, following the Installment Agreement.

 Section 5.
The Tax Enforcement Officer, who is the County Treasurer, is hereby authorized to accept a deed in lieu of enforcement of collection of delinquent taxes under Article 11.

Section 6.
Except where prohibited by state law, prior owners will be permitted to purchase property acquired by the County in foreclosure for the amount of the back taxes, plus any assessed penalties, interest, and fees, no less than thirty days prior to the tax sale auction. 

Section 7.
All property acquired by the County pursuant to Article 11, shall be sold at a public auction held on the second Saturday in September of the auction year or at a properly advertised private sale subject to approval by the St. Lawrence County Board of Legislators.  A private sale may be deemed necessary in order to reduce the liability risks to the County. 

Section 8.
The County sells only its lien and interest, does not warrant title, and will convey only by quitclaim deed.  No abstracts will be provided.

Section 9.
Any fees associated with the auction and conveyance of properties sold at public auction, to include auctioneer fees, buyer’s premium, advertising fees, and recording fees will be the responsibility of the bidder. 

Section 10.
At a public auction, the highest bidder must tender twenty percent (20%) of the bid or a fifty dollar ($50.00) deposit, whichever is greater.  In addition, the highest bidder is responsible for any buyer’s premium, auctioneer fees, and possible advertising fees payable by certified check, money order, cash or credit card.  The balance is due within thirty (30) days, also payable by certified check, money order, cash or credit card. Confirmation of the sale by the St. Lawrence County Board of Legislators is unnecessary for Article 11 properties sold at public auction.  The County must sell to the highest bidder unless the highest bidder defaults.  Upon default of the highest bidder, the deposit will be forfeited, and the County reserves the right to accept the bid of the second highest bidder.   

Section 11.
The former owner, and any other person who may be acting as an agent of the former owner, whether disclosed or undisclosed, is strictly prohibited from bidding at the auction.

Section 12.
Any bidder who owns property in St. Lawrence County and is delinquent in their taxes shall be prohibited from bidding at the auction.  The term delinquent is defined as prior year tax delinquency.  No other person who may be acting as an agent of this bidder shall be allowed to bid at the auction.    

Section 13.
For properties with actual or suspected environmental contamination, application may be made to the Court in an effort to gain “Temporary Incidence of Ownership”, granting St. Lawrence County the legal authority to enter such property and conduct an environmental investigation to determine the nature and extent of any environmental contamination which may exist at the property and the cost for addressing such contamination.

Section 14.
The costs to St. Lawrence County associated with addressing actual or suspected environmental contamination of a property, including investigative, cleanup and legal costs, may be charged to the assessed owner and included on the tax assessment roll.  The prior owner shall have the right to redeem their property up until 30 days prior to the tax sale auction; however, such payment to redeem shall include all costs associated with addressing environmental contamination of a property funded by St. Lawrence County, including any investigative, cleanup and legal costs. 

Section 15.
This local law shall take effect July 1, 2018.

CALLING ON THE OFFICE OF ALCOHOLISM AND SUBSTANCE ABUSE SERVICES (OASAS) AND THE GOVERNOR OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK TO PROVIDE STATE FUNDING TO SUPPORT THE TREATMENT AND TRANSITION SERVICES TO INDIVIDUALS WITH SUBSTANCE USE DISORDERS (SUDS) WHO ARE INCARCERATED IN COUNTY CORRECTIONAL FACILITIES

WHEREAS, the Board of Legislators adopted the issue of state funding in correctional facilities for treatment and evaluations in their 2018 Legislative Agenda, and


WHEREAS, New York State is engaged in a significant effort to address the rising rate of substance use disorders, including the epidemic of opioid and heroin addiction, and the increasing number of deaths due to overdose, and


WHEREAS, the State is taking aggressive steps to address the heroin/opioid epidemic, including the rapid expansion of community-based treatment and support services to create a continuum of care to support the individual and family in their recovery, and


WHEREAS, the plan being developed by the State does not address a significant gap in the treatment and support continuum care inside the local correctional facility, and


WHEREAS, individuals who suffer from substance use disorders (SUDs) frequently come into contact with the criminal justice system, and


WHEREAS, the link between offending and SUDs is well established, bringing significant numbers of individuals suffering from addiction into correctional facilities in New York State, and


WHEREAS, alcohol and drugs are implicated in roughly eighty percent (80%) of offenses, including domestic violence, DWIs, property offenses, drug offenses, and public-

order offenses, and


WHEREAS, according to a report conducted by Policy Research Associates on behalf of the New York State Conference of Local Mental Hygiene Directors, County Sheriffs cited that sixty-eight percent (68%) of the individuals on drug-related charges detained in their correctional facility had been there previously, and 


WHEREAS, incarceration provides a unique opportunity to offer treatment supports during periods when people are clean and sober, and


WHEREAS, currently in New York State, counties bear the overwhelming portion of the financial burden for supporting SUDs services in correctional facilities and it is an ever-increasing burden with demonstrated unmet need, and


WHEREAS, fifty-one percent (51%) of correctional facilities do not have access to funding for SUDs treatment services despite strong evidence that these services reduce crime, save money, and save lives, and


WHEREAS, fifty-three percent (53%) of correctional facilities do not have the capacity to directly transition addicted inmates to community treatment programs upon re-entry, a New England Journal of Medicine study found that in the first two weeks after release, former inmates with an opioid use disorder were 12.7 times more likely than other individuals to die of an overdose, and

WHEREAS, a comprehensive re-entry and transition plan is critically important to minimizing the possibility of drug use, overdose and recidivism and for those jails that do have some treatment services, those services are far outpaced by the escalating need for them, and


WHEREAS, the benefits of providing effective SUDs services in the correctional facility setting have proven significant where they occur and a handful of localities in New York State have supported a level of service through local funding and are reaping significant benefits, and


WHEREAS, in Albany County the correctional facility-based Sheriff’s Heroin Addiction Recovery Program (SHARP) provides SUDs treatment during incarceration and support services after release and the program has resulted in a twenty-eight percent (28%) reduction in the recidivism rate, and 


WHEREAS, the cost-benefit analysis by New York State for providing correctional facility-based SUDs treatment determined that taxpayers could realize a savings over time of $2,170 per participant through reductions in recidivism costs which include, local and state incarceration costs, community supervision costs, court, and prosecutions costs and police/field law enforcement costs, and


WHEREAS, the same New York State analysis determined that SUDs treatment in the correctional facility setting would save $676 per participant in costs incurred by victims which include, medical expenses, mental health care, damage to personal property, and lost earnings due to harm or injury, and


WHEREAS, a dedicated State funding stream to counties is desperately needed to provide SUDs treatment services in the correctional facility setting, including screening and assessment at entry, education, counseling services, peer support, medication assisted treatment and discharge planning to continue treatment post-incarceration, and


WHEREAS, counties are requesting funding of $12.8 million annually to the Local Government Units (LGUs) in Community Services across the State to address the existing gap in the SUDs treatment continuum and support efforts to reduce the human cost of the heroin/opioid epidemic on New Yorkers, and reduce recidivism and victimization, 


 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators calls on the Office of Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Services (OASAS) and the Governor of the State of New York to provide state funding to support the treatment and transition services to individuals with substance use disorders (SUDs) who are incarcerated in county correctional facilities, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to Governor Andrew Cuomo, Senator Joseph Griffo, Senator Patricia Ritchie, Senator Elizabeth Little Assemblywoman Addie Jenne, Assemblyman D. Billy Jones, Assemblyman Marc Butler, and Assemblyman Ken Blankenbush.

WHEREAS, the Board of Legislators, St Lawrence County Trails Advisory Board including NYSDEC representation, and surrounding communities have had extensive discussion and planning pertaining to the development of a multi-use recreational trail system and community connector on State, County and private lands including lands contained within the Draft St Lawrence Rock Ridge UMP, and 

WHEREAS, St. Lawrence County invested in, with the participation of the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC), the completion of a positively-declared Generic Environmental Impact Statement (GEIS) for a corridor specific Multi-Use Trail System minimally discussed within the Plan(s), and 

WHEREAS, St Lawrence County requests that the agreed upon trail through Greenwood Forest be included as part of our Multi-Use Trail System, and

              WHEREAS, St Lawrence County requests the continued use of snowmobile trails in Stammer Creek and Cold Springs Forests as a part of S84 snowmobile trail and to keep the snowmobile trail in Greenwood Forest as a possible connection, and 

WHEREAS, all routes (primary and alternative) covered under the GEIS should be addressed in the Plan(s) in order to provide the County with alternative routes to maintain an open multi-use trail system during trail work, and

WHEREAS,  St. Lawrence County has committed to the assistance in physically maintaining a Multi-Use Trail System, including acquisition of permission from landowners, purchases of materials such as culverts, gravel, and galvanized gates, aligning volunteers for labor, assembling trail maintenance plans, and

WHEREAS, the current Plans call for the closure of any trails, that are determined in the sole discretion of the NYSDEC, where there has been a negative environmental impact on the trail, and the County posits that if various trail uses cause negative impacts along the connector roads or DEC Staff inspects roads and finds abuse, or negative impacts occur, remediation of issues should be completed utilizing standard available technologies, or by relocating sections of the trail or road through consultation with the County, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Legislators has determined that authorizing the development of a multi-use county-wide trail system will enhance the recreational use of the natural resources available in the County as well as encourage tourism, and

WHEREAS, this is important to the economy of St. Lawrence County and its towns as this Capital Project is a major economic initiative, 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators authorizes comments to the Department of Conservation (DEC) on the Draft St. Lawrence Rock Ridge Unit Management Plan for Snowmobile Trails and the Multi-Use County-Wide Trail System, and

WHEREAS, under state law funding for community colleges is to be provided through state aid, a county sponsor contribution, and student tuition and fees, and 


WHEREAS, the establishment and continued operation of a statewide community college system was based on a commitment to ongoing State Aid funding of at least one-third (1/3) of community college operating costs, and 


WHEREAS, the State funding amount has declined over the years below the historic one-third (1/3) commitment, and 


WHEREAS, the Governor and State Legislature have provided modest increases in State Aid over the last few years, but that commitment remains far below the intended one-third (1/3) commitment, and 


WHEREAS, this year the Executive 2018-19 State Budget proposed cuts to funding Community Colleges by $24.4 million or five percent (5%) under the funding of last year, and 


WHEREAS, Section 6305 of State Education Law requires the state to reimburse counties for Fashion Institute of Technology (FIT) chargebacks, but the state has not provided the necessary appropriations to comply with this state law requirement, and 


WHEREAS, counties are currently being charged back for students attending FIT for bachelors and master’s degrees, which was not the intent of the community college chargeback funding requirement, 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators urges New York State to renew a commitment to fully fund the State share of community college costs and to fully fund the costs of Fashion Institute of Technology (FIT) chargebacks, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the State should restore the full funding of FIT chargebacks to counties related to all educational instruction provided after two years (coursework necessary for a 4-year, and/or master’s degree), and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to Governor Andrew Cuomo, Senator Joseph Griffo, Senator Patricia Ritchie, Senator Elizabeth Little Assemblywoman Addie Jenne, Assemblyman D. Billy Jones, Assemblyman Marc Butler, and Assemblyman Ken Blankenbush.

RESOLUTION NO. 161-2018
REQUESTING THE STATE OF NEW YORK ENACT ASSEMBLY BILL A3055

AND SENATE BILL S7006-B REGARDING THE RIGHT TO SPEEDY TRIAL

WHEREAS, the Board of Legislators adopted the issue of reforms to Section 30.30 of the New York Criminal Procedure Law in their 2018 Legislative Agenda, and


WHEREAS, pursuant to the Bill of Rights, the Sixth Amendment to the U.S. Constitution: “In all criminal prosecutions, the accused shall enjoy the right to a speedy and public trial. . .”, and 


WHEREAS, the U.S. Constitution does not set a time limit for the right to a Speedy Trial, but New York law does under Section 30.30 of the New York Criminal Procedure Law which states a trial shall be deemed to be ‘speedy’ if held within:

· 90 days for a Class A Misdemeanor (punished by up to 1 year in jail);

· 60 days for a Class B, Misdemeanor (punished by up to 90 days in jail);

· 30 days for a Violation (punished by up to 15 days in jail); and

· 180 days for a Felony, and


WHEREAS, in New York, the right is commonly referred to as “30.30,” or “Speedy Trial” named after the section of the Criminal Procedure Law from which it originates, and   


WHEREAS, there are many reasons the clock for calculating speedy trial starts and stops but one of the more significant reasons that the Speedy Trial Clock may stop running is referred to as the “Readiness Rule”, and


WHEREAS, in New York State a prosecutor may stop the 30.30 clock by filing what is known as a certificate or statement of readiness, which is a certification from a prosecutor that the People are ready for trial on the date that is filed, and in the absence of filing the certificate, readiness may literally be announced by a prosecutor in court by saying “The People are ready for trial,” and


WHEREAS, this is true even if the prosecutor has not spoken to a single witness, filed any of the necessary pre-trial paperwork with the court, or litigated any of the various issues that may arise as a precursor to the trial, and


WHEREAS, legislation known as “Kalief’s Law” has been introduced in the State Assembly and State Senate (See A3055 and S7006-B) which would allow the Court to make an inquiry of the prosecutor’s ability to move forward to trial and would require prosecutors to actually be ready for trial prior to stopping the speedy trial clock, and  


WHEREAS, criminal cases that drag on for years are a huge burden for defendants and they produce an enormous cost for municipalities that must pay for housing of pre-trial detained defendants or monitoring of defendants released to probation, and


WHEREAS, the current average cost to house an inmate in the St. Lawrence County Correctional Facility is $105 per day, and


WHEREAS, reviewing the 2017 Annual Jail Report, there were 1,069 inmates committed to the County Jail Facility and of those remanded pending trial, assuming the changes of the Speedy Trial Bill were enacted, 392 of these inmates would have stayed an average of 40 days longer than allowable under the proposed changes, and


WHEREAS, passage of Kalief’s Law in the Senate and Assembly would have a positive impact on jail operations and budgeting as well as a positive social impact for those accused but not convicted of any crime,  and


WHEREAS, the Board of Legislators has adopted this important issue as a part of the 2018 Legislative Agenda and additionally supports amending legislation in the current legislative session,


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators requests the State of New York to enact Assembly Bill A3055 and Senate Bill S7006-B regarding the right to Speedy Trial, and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to Governor Andrew Cuomo, Senator Joseph Griffo, Senator Patricia Ritchie, Senator Elizabeth Little Assemblywoman Addie Jenne, Assemblyman D. Billy Jones, Assemblyman Marc Butler, and Assemblyman Ken Blankenbush.
