APPOINTING A DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC HEALTH FOR ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY

	WHEREAS, the Position of Director of Public Health for St. Lawrence County became vacant in September of 2017, and

	WHEREAS, the Chair of the Board of Legislators and the Board of Health immediately appointed a Search Committee inclusive of members of the Board of Health and Board of Legislators, and
	
	WHEREAS, the search yielded a pool of talented candidates for consideration and a recommendation was made challenging by the quality of the candidates interviewed, and

	WHEREAS, the Search Committee unanimously supports the recommendation of the candidate, 

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators hereby appoints Dana O McGuire as the St. Lawrence County Director of Public Health effective no later than February 12, 2018, at a salary of $96,204 (Grade VI, Step 10) conditioned upon appointment by the New York State Department of Health, and

	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that after a successful six month review by the County Administrator and a permanent appointment by the New York State Department of Health, that no earlier than August 2018 that the salary be increased to Grade VI Max Step.
