· The eligible senior must sign up in person. An eligible Health Care Proxy or Power of Attorney with proper paperwork and a proxy form signed in advance (available at the Office for the Aging); can sign for the coupons.
Farmers Market Coupon Eligibility Requirements: 
1. Must be age 60 or above  AND

2.  Monthly  Income at/or Below 185% of Federal Poverty Level:  $2,413/month (for a one-person household); Or $3,261/month (for a two-person household); Or $4,109/month (for a three-person household)
